City Council Minutes

March 8th, 2016

I.    Call to Order Meeting called to order at 7:00 PM by Council President Brad Williams

Councilors: Jacobs, Zanotelli, Bixby, City Attorney Sullivan and CM Findley were present.

II      Pledge of Allegiance was led by Council President Brad Williams

III   Corrections or Additions to the Agenda

Council President Brad Williams inquired of any corrections or additions to the agenda. CM Findley added item six Pool trough coating application bids to New Business. Cw Zanotelli moved to accept the addition to the Agenda with Cm Bixby seconding the motion. The motion passed.
IV Approval of Minutes of  February 23, 2016. The minutes of the February 23, 2016 council were presented to Council for adoption. Cm Bixby moved to adopt the minutes of the February 23, 2016 Council meeting as written with Cw Zanotelli seconding the motion.   The motion was passed.

V. Payment of bills. Bills in the amount of $33,947.41 ck #’s(47937-47977 ) were presented to Council for review.  After discussion, Cm Bixby moved to approve the bills in the amount of $33,947.41 ck #’s(47937-47977)  with Cw Jacobs seconding the motion.   The motion was passed.

VI   Reports & Council Action on Reports.

City Manager-written report submitted by Lynn Findley.

1. Fire and Ambulance Steak Feed (no crab) will be held March 26 at the Fire Hall, tickets are available at City Hall.

2. SEACT transportation subcommittee met on Enhance Projects February 4 to develop a 150% listing. Joint SEACT/NEACT meeting was held March 3,2016, City of Vale Safe Routes to School Project above the 150% cut line.

3. Oregon Ethics Commission online registration is in the works. Notices from commission should arrive in identified email accounts. Each councilor must register and create an account with the State Ethics Commission by April 15. Municipal Judge and Planning Commission members are required to file as well.

4. Connect Oregon VI Aviation Board presentation completed Tuesday March 1. Vale project is on the listing.

5. Swimming Pool Liner Contractor plans on Liner removal to start the week of March 21. Additional work on sealing the trench and slide installation continues. Modification of the shade structure has been completed as well.

6. Economic Development Breakfast will be held March 18 at the Four Rivers Cultural Center at 7:00 AM.

B. Public Works-meeting was held with CM Findley reporting item discussed in meeting addressed in New Business. 


C. Beautification Committee- no meeting was held.

E. Parks and Recreation- meeting was held with Cw Jacobs reporting. Discussed were 
changes in the pool rules. A new slide is being installed in April paid for by the Wood’s 
grant. June 4th is the scheduled open date for the pool, and the rates will remain the
 same.

Public Hearing


The City Council meeting was suspended due to a Public Hearing. Council President 
Williams opened the Public Hearing with the following statement: The City of Vale is 
completing a Water System 
Master Plan, Water Management Conservation Plan and a 
Water rate Study project funded with Community Development Block Grant funds 
from the Oregon Business Development Department. The purpose of the hearing is 
for the City Council to obtain citizens views about the project and to take comments
 about the local governments
performance. After no public comments were heard

 Council President Williams closed the Public hearing.

VIII   Old Business 

1. Water System Improvement update- The survey work is nearly completed, and everything is proceeding as scheduled. 

IX      New Business

1. Grant administrator- block grant requires and pays for a grant administrator for the Water Treatment project.. Public Works Committee recommends Farralon Consulting Group out of Baker City, OR to be awarded Grant administrator. Cw Zanotelli moved to award Farralon Consulting Group as the Grant Administrator with Cm Bixby seconding the motion. The motion passed unanimously by the Council. 

2. Arsenic Treatment report- In depth review of the treatment plan for the arsenic problem, this study confirms that the Filtration System will do what is needed to treat the water appropriately. The study will also help determine what size of system is needed. 

3.    RLF Loan- After reviewing and discussing the application for an RLF loan, Cm Bixby moved to award a $100,000 RLF loan to Tracy Landreth, with closing by a title company. Cw Jacobs seconded the motion. The motion was passed unanimously by the Council. 

4.    Tree trimming bids- there are 19 trees that need to be trimmed at Wadleigh Park 
and two trees that need to be removed. After a brief discussion Cm Bixby moved to 
accept the bid from Schnieder Tree Services for $1,850 which includes clean up. Cw 
Jacobs seconded the motion, the motion passed unanimously by the Council.

 
5.    Swimming Pool Storage Bids- There are issues with storage at the swimming pool, 
the Public Works Staff recommended building a storage shed next to the pool chemical 
room. 
Cw Jacobs moved to accept the offer of $1,056.00 to SK Construction for an  
8x10 
two sided storage shed with a flat roof. Cw Zanotelli seconded the motion. The 
motion passed unanimously by the Council


6. Pool Trough Coating Bids- the trough in the pool needs a epoxy coating to seal the
 trough, the epoxy will penetrate through the cracks and is supposed to last for 15 years,
 it will be pliable enough to sustain heating, and expanding of the concrete. Cm Bixby
 moved to accept an offer from NW Specialty Painting (bonded and insured) out of
 Nyssa to apply to proxy sealer in the trough for $4,400.00. Cw Zanotelli seconded the 
motion, and the motion passed unanimously by the Council.
