I.    Call to Order Meeting called to order at 7:00 PM by Council President Cm Williams.
Councilors: Cw Jacobs, Cm Whitaker, Cm Bixby, Cw Zanotelli, City Attorney Sullivan  and CM Findley were present.
II      Pledge of Allegiance was led by Council President Williams
III      Oath of Office CM Findley swore in Councilmen Williams.
IV Corrections or Additions to the Agenda

Council President Williams inquired about corrections or additions to the Agenda New Business item #3 building collapse and no executive session. Cm Bixby motioned to accept the agenda as written. Cm Whitaker seconded the motion. 
V Approval of Minutes of January 10, 2017. 

Cm Bixby motioned to approve the Minutes of January 10th, 2017 as written. Cm Whitaker seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously by the Council.

 Old Business
Water System Improvement Update- applied for 1200C Department of Environmental quality – schedule is to be advertised by February 20th. Opening bids might be pushed back two weeks. Everything else is on track, design specifications are about 92%. 
Snow Removal Budget- Council approved $25,000.00 two weeks ago, CM Findley talked about being over after repairs are done to equipment, will have specific numbers at next Council Meeting.

New Business

1. Resolution 17-01 Unanticipated Revenue – Recognizes unanticipated revenue, moving money for snow removal budget and for fire truck claim. Cw Jacobs motioned to accept Resolution 17-01 to Recognize Unanticipated Revenue and Expenses and effect a transfer of Appropriations for the Fiscal year 16-17 Cw Zanotelli seconded the motion.
2. Labor Standards Professional Administration- Community Development block grant funding is  required for contracts over $500,000.00 and be ongoing through the job, to comply with SWRLF. We have always had our Grant Administrator do that, our new Grant Administrator does not do that kind of work. We have found a retired BOLI and IFA employee that has done this work, and has agreed to do the job. She has the skills and ability to do this, City Staff will conduct the interviews with the specific questions from the Labor Standards Administration, and submit them back to her. Council President Williams made a declaration that the City Council sitting as a local contract board.  Cm Bixby motioned that we dispense competitive bidding (professional services contract) Cw Zanotelli seconded the motion. Cm Bixby motioned to award Deborah Slyter as the prevailing wage consultant Labor Standards Administrator for Water System Improvement, Cm Whitaker seconded the motion.
3. Building Collapse-  City Staff got word early Monday morning that the Slipper was cracked and they were concerned of it collapsing. City Officials were able to get to sidewalk and parking blocked off.  Golden Slipper fell about 12:15, ODOT assisted in diverting traffic, Sheriff deemed building unsafe, and the Fire Chief authorized emergency abatement due to imminent danger to public safety. The City does not own the building, therefore cannot grant salvage of the bricks or other debris. Wymen Investments owned the building but sold the building in a non-recorded contract to Margaret Stalknecht. Owner on record is Wymen Investments/Margaret Stalknecht. Wymen Investments dissolved in 2011, and the principal in the company passed away in 2012. Neither party will return calls. The City has a Lien on the property for well over $3,000.00. Council has to determine if nuisance exists due to unsafe debris, the City’s obligation is to mail and post the notice on site, owner has 10 days to ask for hearing in front of Council, or to abate the nuisance. Council then has authority to execute abatement. There were quotes for fence to put around the collapsed building to help ensure public safety. Cm Bixby motioned to go with Triple A fencing to put around the Golden Slipper, Cw Zanotelli seconded the motion. Cm Whiker Motioned to declare 122 S Main Street a Nuisance and to send notice to the owner, Cm Bixby seconded the motion. Oregon Potato Hope/Barkley drive potato cellars have both collapsed. They lease those six acres from the City of Vale. The lease is an annual lease tenant has right to renew for 99 years, the tenant was authorized to construct building, so the buildings belong to the tenant not the City.
