I.    Call to Order Meeting called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor McLaughlin.

III Corrections or Additions to the Agenda

Mayor McLaughlin inquired about corrections or additions to the Agenda. Cm Bixby motioned to accept the agenda as written. Cw Zanotelli seconded the motion. 
IV Approval of Minutes of May 9, 2017. 

Cw Jacobs  motioned to approve the Minutes of May 9, 2017 as written. Cm Whitaker seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously by the Council.

VI   Reports & Council Action on Reports.

A. City Manager Report- Submitted by Lynn Findley
1. FEMA Preliminary Damage assessment Summary Completed. FEMA has denied our application, OEM and governor Brown have indicated they will request a reconsideration of the decision.
2. Budget Committee has met May 15 and have recommended a budget for City Council Adoption.
3. City Wide Clean up June 21
4. Boys and Girls club of Western Treasure Valley has offered to sponsor the Summer Lunch Program for this year in cooperation with Vale School District. The Woods  Family Trust has offered some financial assistance as well. 
5. Becks Spray service has paid the 2016 lease for the airport loading area and have accepted the 2017 invoice with a payment plan developed. 
6. Chad Cooper has injured his knee in a non-work related accident and will be out for an extended period.
7. Nuance complaints are streaming in as weeds, inoperable vehicles, trailers and wrecked cars are scattered throughout town. City Ordinance Officer has been dealing with complaints as well as angry property owners.
8. Anderson Perry Scholarship committee met May 9 and recommended Addison Phillips to receive this year’s scholarship. Mayor McLaughlin presented the certificate at the High School Awards Ceremony on May 17.
9. Metal Recycling area to be established as party of City Wide Cleanup day at corner of Hi-Way 26 and Washington Street on Logan Hamiltons Lot.
B. Public Works-  meeting was held with Cm Whitaker Reporting- Rhinehart project is back on track and scheduled to complete the project on time. T  Baily and all of their subcontractors will have a preconstruction meeting June 1st The Water System Project has come in under budget, public works is looking at options that were not under the original bid that can be added to the bid that is funded.  They reviewed the request for a stop sign on  15th Street and Oregon Street, public works committee decided it better serves traffic to leave the street as is. The last topic is a vacation of I and J street, which will be discussed under New Business.

VII     Public Comments/Presentations
Mayor McLaughlin opened a Public Hearing for a Vacation of an Alley way between 555 I Street and 579 I Street, (attached is the Public Hearing message, and finding of facts). Brad Williams, Logan and Pattie Hamilton all petitioned. Brad Williams stated that it has never been an alley way, and there are no public utilities in the Alley. No public comment was made. Mayor McLaughlin ended the Public Hearing.

 Old Business
Water System Improvement Update- 
Rhinehart Contract- Pipeline Easement- making great progress the Rhinehart project is on track to be completed on schedule. One issue on top of the hill, with a property not getting water, that was fixed today. Rehab and testing is done, everything is getting finalized. Second project will start with a pre construction a meeting with T Bailey and all subcontractors to go over all components of the contract. Fully expect to start working by June 12th. Public works is looking at some options for additions to the original bid, looking at replacing the line on West Street between B & F Street. A list from Public Works will be presented to the Council for further review.

1. Resolution 17-6 City’s Election to Receive State Revenues – required by the state to develop resolution to receive funding through the State.   Cm Bixby motioned to accept Resolution 17-6 City’s Election to Receive State Revenues. Cm Whitaker Seconded the motion.
2. Public Hearing Vacation of Alley between I and J Streets-Cm Williams recused himself from voting. Cm Bixby motioned to approve the petition of the vacation of the Alley Way between 579 I Street and 555 I street between I street and J Street, and that the vacation will not be prejudice to the public. Cw Zanotelli seconded the motion.

Other Matters
Superintendent of Vale School Districts, Scott Linenberger, gave the Council an update on the new middle school. Snow damage has increased the Cost per square foot, so they are scrambling to see where costs can be cut to save money. They have received information from four different companies. The architects are coming tomorrow (Thursday), to review the information. The process they have chosen is a CMGC process where you do not have to take the low bid. Timeline from start to finish will be about one year, the new school will be open probably in the middle of the 18-19 school year. Cm Williams inquired about the old middle school, Scott said they are at this time planning on taking it down. Some spendy but needed upgrades to the school will include a nice gym which will be bigger than the high schools, and a wrestling room (currently there is no spot for wrestlers in Vale). Also there will be a big hall way so that the public can come in and walk in the harsh winters. There will be a new lock system with cards so that the card can be disabled when not needed, and there will be cameras all around the new campus.
