1 ODOT SCA grant for $50,000 was granted for overlay on Longfellow and Main
2 Meeting with BLM regarding lease at airport. Old lease was for 20 years up next year. 
3 Old historic documents are sitting unprotected in the bookkeeper’s office. Request a fire safe to protect them. 
4 Met with Scott Fairley, Oregon Regional Development Officer regarding possible incentives for the proposed mushroom facility.
5 New flags in council chambers.
B.	Public Works-  meeting was held with Cm Whitaker- Dave Roberts came in to present to the Public Works Committee about his plans that he would like to do on his five acre lot, the committee conversed that this is only possible if he would put in curbs and gutters. Roberts was not interested in doing that. They discussed Change Order #5 which will be discussed under new business.  Another topic of the meeting was a report that the grant that we put in for on the taxi way for the airport was not successful.

D. Parks & Recreation- met with CM Daniels reporting- The main topic was about the netting beind the softball field. CM Daniels checked and the net itself is fine, but the zipties are falling apart. Public Works crew will replace the zipties with wire, it should be a simple and cheap fix.

VIII 	 Old Business
Water System Improvement Update- 
Treatment, Storage, Transmission- The project is at stand still as they are waiting for the steel to arrive. Part of the grants that we recived have stipulations that the steel must be American Made so it was ordered around three months ago. The painting is going well on the storage tank, they are having a little trouble with wind and dropping temperature. Everything will still be on schedule despite the set backs.  

IX	New Business
1. Change Order #5- Change Order #5 is to replace 10 old fire hydrants and add five new ones. This project is fully funded by the monies for the Water System Improvement Project. Public Works Committee recommends to approve this Change Order. This will make us completely compliant with code. Cm Whitaker motioned to accept Public Works recommendation on adoption of Change Order #5. Cm Williams seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
2. Change Order #6- This change order will be to repaint the tank on Rhinehart Butte and have the tank inspected. The last inspection by camera was in 2011. They will send a diver down and inspect. The cost for just the painting will be $28,000. The engineers have not given a firm number for the inspection. Before approval of the Change Order, the Council recommended deferring until next Council meeting when the numbers are firm. 

 XI 	Other Matters
Net Cash Flow- CM Daniels brought Council up to speed on Ambulance revenue, the revenue for Ambulance is now within two percent of projected revenue. They will continue to monitor the the situation. Everything is pretty much on par for the year fiscal year, and there is nothing alarming.
