IX	New Business
1. Change order # 8 – Cw Jacobs motioned the amount of the Contract will be Increased for this change order by the sum of $14,403.52. Cm Whitaker seconded the motion. The motion passes unanimously. 
2. Resolution 18-10  SCA – Cm Williams motioned to accept Resolution 18-10 to apply for special city allotment, to fund option A for safe route to schools to change sidewalks south side of D ST and the north side of F ST. Cw Jacobs seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
3. Resolution 18-11  LOC 10 hour Legal Agreement – Cm Whitaker motioned to accept Resolution 18-11 Authorizing the City’s participation in the league of Oregon cities’ pilot program providing limited free legal advice to Oregon cities located in Eastern Oregon. Cm Bixby seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
4. SCA GRANT -Safe Route to Schools,  Council consented to go with option A with the City having to come up with -0- match. 
5. Removal of the Jet from the City Park – . A Col. Donnohan From Gowan Air Field has contacted the City in regards to their interest in having the F86 Jet at Wadleigh park returned to Gowen Field, at their expense. Mr. John Recla was present to speak on behalf of the Legion expressing his desire to keep the Jet in Vale. An Eagle Project was provided and put a lot of effort into cleaning and retagging the Jet to bring it back to its original appearance. The Council consented to leave this topic open for further discussion. Council also discussed the option of possibly switching out the Jet for another piece of Army Equipment. CM Lamb will approach the Col.Donnohan at Gowan Field and see if they are up for a possible equipment trade, if they are CM Lamb will put a brief article in the paper and open the conversation up for public comment. If they are not open to that suggestion the Council consented to keep the Jet. 
6. Hiring of Utility I employee –  CM Lamb reported that the City had two applicants and that Eric Goodell was a better fit for the City.Cm Whitaker motioned to hire Eric Goodell to fill Ian Morcom’s position, as Utility Worker I. Cm Williams seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 


XI 	Other Matters
A. Cm Whitaker is moving out of City Limits so when that occurs he will resign from his City Council seat. CM Lamb will run an ad in the paper to accept letters of interest in the upcoming vacant Council seat, that will finish out the two years of Cm Whitakers remaining term. Ethan Ault is interested in the seat, and will attend the next Council meeting.

C. Swamp cooler at Fire Hall – Gary Smith, who is a Rural Fire Board Member has passed away. His wife, Margie Smith, bought and donated a brand-new swamp cooler to the fire hall in Gary’s memory. There is a celebration of life on the 18th at the Fire Hall. 
D. Dogs – Cathy Zacharias is asking for permission to have more than three dogs. City Attorney Sullivan refers to the City website and announces that it is not up to the city. Cathy must obtain permission from 75% of her neighbors in a 300 foot radius.
