VIII 	 Old Business
Water System Improvement Update- 
Treatment, Storage, Transmission - possible change orders
Water System Improvement is behind date. City has applied for a time extension with Oregon Health Authority, with a new completion date to be December 27th, 2018 this would allow T-Bailey enough time to finish. 
Change order #12 for the chain link fence has not gone through yet but is still in process. 

IX	New Business
1. Resignation of council position and appointment of vacant seat :
Cm Whitaker will be resigning at the end of today’s session. Ethan Ault who is a deputy at Malheur County Sheriffs Office, made an appearance and stated that he hears and sees issues in the community and would like to be a part of addressing those issues as a councilman. Cm Whitaker has 2 years remaining on his position, but due to moving out of city limits will not be able to complete the term. Matt Whitaker announces his resignation. Cm Zanotelli motioned to approve the resignation of Cm Whitaker effective at the end of tonight’s meeting August 28th, 2018, with Cm Bixby seconding the motion. 
Cm Williams motioned to appoint Ethan Ault to fill the open position for the remaining two-year period, effective next meeting, September 11th, 2018, with Cm Bixby seconding the motion. The motion passed unanimously.  
2.  Hands Around the Park Committee presentation :
Jane Padgett speaks on behalf of DHS for the annual event, Hands Around the Park. The event will be held Sept. 6th at 4:30 pm at the Lions Park. Food and entertainment will be provided. September is recovery month and DHS needs signatures on their proclamation, Jane Padgett read through the proclamation and acquired appropriate signatures.  
3. Middle School Project:
The New Middle School Project had been taking water out of a City Hydrant without City Personnel present, which violates City Code 4.2.7. They also laid a line and put the water meter in without prior approval to the meter location, and again without City Personnel present, violating City Code 4.2.5  City will be charging them for water used and CM Lamb addressed the Council in search of a direction. Council consented that CM Lamb would contact CCIS tomorrow for direction on what steps to take regarding this issue, if no direction then the City will shut off the water until the situation is resolved. 
4. Stop Signs at D and Bryant Streets :
City is in possession of extra stop signs, City council agrees signs at D and Bryant would be beneficial but perhaps there are other places in more need. Council agreed to revisit the mapping of new stop signs in search for other areas in more need. 
5. New Command Vehicle :
The old Tahoe Command Vehicle has broke down and will require a new engine at approximately $5,000.00. Parma Fire has lent Vale their Command Vehicle, which is listed to sell at $12,500.00. EMS Committee sent back an offer $10,000 as is. They are still waiting for a reply. 
6. Signage for Stone House Museum:
Gary Fugate speaks on behalf of Travel Oregon, who has applied for a grant to restore an Army Escort Wagon to be put on display in Vale. If it is approved they will need the City’s permission to allow Travel Oregon to place 2 “way finder signs” at both ends of town to direct attention towards the display. Cm Zanotelli motioned to approve the sign permit for Travel Oregon with Cw Jacobs seconding the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
