2. City of Ontario Resolution
Cw Bennett motioned to take no position on Ontario’s Resolution 2019-101 A resolution to increase the local tax on the retail sale of recreational marijuana items in Ontario, Cm Ault seconded the motion.

3. Turning the water back on at the School
