I.    Call to Order Meeting called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor McLaughlin
Councilors: Cw Zanotelli, Cm Williams, Cm Whitaker, Cm Bixby City Attorney Sullivan, and CM Lamb were present.

II      Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor McLaughlin

III Corrections or Additions to the Agenda
Mayor McLaughlin  inquired about corrections or additions to the agenda. CM Lamb added New Business Item number two Emergency Service agreement item three is sanitation truck maintenence, item four will be volunteer fire and ambulance pool pass.. Cm Bixby motioned to accept the agenda as amended. Cm Whitaker seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

 Cm Williams motioned to approve the Minutes of April 24, 2018 as written. Cm Bixby seconded the motion.

B. Airport Committee- no meeting was held
C. [bookmark: _GoBack]Public works-meeting was held with Cm Whitaker Reporting- SCA grant for the work on Longfellow and Main Street is completed, the streets were completed using less asphalt and time than was proposed. They have 150 ton of asphalt left over to use for other streets. They are not going to do D & F Streets until the Sidewalks from Safe Route to Schools is complete. The pool is clean and open for school use. Mark Wilson is working out really well, and working towards renewing his licensing and certifications. The last topic of discussion was Change Order 7 which will be discussed in New Business.  
D. Parks & Recreation- There was no quorum
E. Ems- meeting was held with Cm Williams reporting-  Ambulance had 48 calls in April and 179 year to date. Todd Hesse says that is moving right along on track. Fire had 8 total calls all rural. The budgets have been submitted. Chief Tolman said that the new call out system is working well with everyone except TMOBILE users so they are working that out. it. 
F. Beautification Grant-  no beautifications in the works. 
VII     Public Comments/Presentations

VIII 	 Old Business
Water System Improvement Update- 
Treatment, Storage, Transmission- The storage facility is almost complete. Change Order 7 is the doors on the new mechanical room project. The project is coming up about $800,000.00 under budget. Everything is coming along nicely.  
Cable One- Still awaiting response from Cable One	
Water/Wastewater Certification Coverage-John Day-Monte came down and met with the guys. We have ordered their Kin Carry Courses so that they can accelerate getting their certifications. Mark’s application is in to the State of Oregon, which are about two months out to be reviewed. 
City Manager Position-  As a result of Executive Session Cm Williams motioned to Hire Katy Lamb as City Manager Cm Bixby seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
New Ambulance Position- Chief Hess wants to add another position for 11 hours per week. This would help better manage the volunteers and help him fill night and weekend shifts that are hard to fill. There was discussion of concerns of this being abused, and taking money away from Volunteers. Council consented to talk to the Volunteers to see their view point and bring back to next Council Meeting.  

IX	New Business
1. Change Order #7- This is the Change Order to replace the door that opens like a garage door. Orginally the door was supposed to lift straight up, but they have changed it to straight back and now it is too close to the lights and needs to be fixed. The total cost of the project is $3,584.00. Cw Zanotelli motioned to approve Change Order #7 in the amount of $3,584.00 Cm Whitaker seconded the motion. 
2. Emergency Services Contract – Attorney Sullivan state that the agreement has been approved by Council about every five years. ODOT has agreed to keep master documents that are presented to all local government entities. Its basically a mutual aide agreement. Cw Zanotelli motioned to approved the Oregon Public Works, Cm Bixby seconded the motion. 
3. Santitation truck Maintenence- The truck is having issues with cooling the engine, MJC does not have the parts to fix it. Kelly called RUSH, they are  going to send a service guy to see if they can fix the issue. Cm Williams motioned to Authorize CM Lamb to pay up to $5,000.00 to fix the truck, Cm Bizby seconded the motion. 
4. Volunteer Fire & Ambulance pool pass policy- Cm Whitaker received complaints from about the new Policy for Pool Passes. City Employees have to work 10 hours per week, volunteer complaints is that you cannot meet that criteria. There was discussion on how to resolve this, Council instructed CM Lamb to average out the hours of the departments and see how it could get fixed. Council deffered this to next Council meeting. 

XI 	Other Matters
Net Cash Flow- Almost end of budget and budget looks good.
